Blackjack Rules & Instructions
The object of Blackjack is to have a higher value hand than the dealer does, without your value exceeding 21. Every card is worth its face value, Jacks/Queens/Kings are worth 10, and Aces are worth either 1 or 11 points, whichever is preferable.

First, every player makes a bet – whichever amount they want. Next, every player is dealt 2 cards face up, while the dealer is dealt one of his cards face up, the other face down.  Players go first, and are allowed to take as many additional cards as they want, but if their value ever exceeds 21, they lose the round.

After the players are done, the dealer reveals his cards. If his value is 16 or less, the dealer must keep drawing more cards until his value is 17 is more. 

If a player and a dealer tie, it is a draw, and the player keeps their money. If a player hits a perfect 21, then they win 1.5x their original bet (so long as the dealer doesn’t tie them!) Otherwise, a winning hand gets an amount equal to their bet.

Optional Rule: Splitting your hand. If a player is dealt identical cards (2 Jacks, or 2 Nines perhaps), they have the option to split their hand.  They have to double their original bet, and then split up their pair into 2 new hands. Those hands are then played just like any other hands.
